Despite their presence and influence in Thai EFL, international lecturers and what
they “think, believe, and do” (Borg, 2003, p. 81), known as “teacher cognition”
regarding their communication strategies (CSs) in Thai EFL classrooms remains an
underexplored research focus in Thai EFL. Therefore, this thesis employs a pragmatic
constructivist case study approach, aimed to analyze one purposively-selected
international lecturer’s “teacher cognition” (TC) of her “communication strategies” in
a World Englishes classroom in a public university in Northeast Thailand. This study
explored three research questions. (1) What is the international teacher's core
cognition of communication strategies in the Thai EFL context? (2) Which peripheral
cognitions (context) influence primary cognitive influences on an international
teacher’s communication strategies in the Thai EFL classroom? (3) How are
international teachers implementing realistic communication strategies that reflect
their overall understanding of communication strategies? The pilot research method
consisted of one primary semi-structured interview, nine hours of video-recorded EFL
class (including the class materials seen in the videos) and one confirmatory semi-
structured interview, which were analyzed and triangulated using in-depth thematic
analysis. The results of the study found that knowledge and understanding of the
participant’s  peripheral ~cognitions (e.g. formal education and professional

development, personal foreign language experience, and the shift according to Thai
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contextual factors), drive teachers to acquire an understanding of the communication
strategy, which depicts an association between using CSs in the Thai EFL classroom
and being a 'sood EFL teacher." Similarly, the participant's peripheral cognitions are
influenced by her core cognition. Furthermore, these cognitions are congruent with
the participant's actual CS practice in the Thai EFL classroom. Overall, this thesis aims
to highlight the above-mentioned research gap to benefit International teachers such
as the research participant in this study, and encourage other researchers to look into
more case studies of international teachers to study what they think, believe, and do,

concerning CSs and many other aspects of Thai EFL.

STUDENT’S ATTITUDES

The purposes of this research were to study the effects of brain-based learning
on the English speaking skills of grade 4 students learning English as a foreign
language (EFL) and to study the students' attitude towards speaking English after
learning through brain-based learning activities. This research was quasi-experimental
research using a single-group pre-test and post-test. Thirty students studying in grade
4 at Ban Koknoi School in Ubon Ratchathani Province participated in this study
through convenience sampling. There were 4 lesson plans designed according to the
principles of brain-based learning. Each lesson plan took three hours to complete.
The research instruments were a pre-test and a post-test, a structured interview, and
a questionnaire. The pre- and post-test results showed that brain-based learning
activities had an effect on English speaking learning for EFL grade 4 students. The
post-test scores of grade 4 students were significantly higher than the pre-test scores.
In addition, results from structured interview and the questionnaire showed that
students had positive attitudes towards speaking English after learning through brain-

based learning activities.

The purpose of this research was to investigate to what extent Grade 3 students’
reading skills can be improved after learning through Interactive Reading Approach.
The participants were 17 grade 3 students in Ban Nong Dum School, Ubon
Ratchathani Province. The research instruments were pre and post-reading tests, an
opinion questionnaire, and tasks from six topics. The data were analyzed by using
mean and standard deviation. Before the lesson started, students had to take a 10-
question pre-reading multiple-choice test. After that students participated in six
adapted 3P 2E model lesson: 1) School subjects, 2) Farm animals, 3) My body, 4) My
rooms, 5) Weathers, and 6) Sports. At the end of each lesson, students complete
tasks assigned by the teacher. After students learned through the Interactive Reading
Approach, they took the post-reading test, and completed the questionnaire. A T-test
was used to compare the mean score between the pre-reading test and post-reading
test. The results indicated that after learning using an Interactive Reading Approach,
students’ English reading skills were significantly higher at the 0.01 level. Students
had positive opinion toward learning through the Interactive Reading Approach. All
elements of the adapted 3P 2E model support an Interactive Reading Approach. It is
the interaction of a top-down approach and a bottom-up approach which can
activate background knowledge and could encourage students to interact more with

their friends.

The aim of this research is to investigate to what extent the Lexical Approach
could improve students’ vocabulary through collocations. The participants in the
study were 15 Grade 6 students at Bannamkam School, Sisaket Province. The research
instruments were pretest and posttest, exit slips, and an opinion questionnaire. The
participants were instructed collocations under three topics in the lesson plans. The
findings indicated that students’ vocabulary knowledge had improved after being
instructed though collocations by the Lexical Approach significantly. They were able
to identify the verbs of target collocations and their meanings. In addition, they have
more confidence in producing vocabulary in the activities according to the Observe-
Hypothesis-Experiment (OHE) paradigm in the Lexical Approach. More importantly, it
was worth noticing that students’ vocabulary production was better when learning

words relevant to their needs, interests, and surrounding environment.

The purpose of this research was to survey the satisfaction of ninth grade
students with basic English textbooks used in schools. A total of 96 samples were
collected from 3 schools in Yasothon, Si Sa Ket and Ubon Ratchathani provinces.
Spark 3, a student textbook, was the focus of the research. The tool used in the
research was a satisfaction questionnaire divided into 4 categories. The results
showed that out of 96 students, 88 students (91.67%) were satisfied overall with
Spark 3 English textbooks, while 8 students (8.33%) were dissatisfied with the
textbook overall. The aspect with which students were most satisfied with the English
textbooks was the visual aspect of the textbook (94.27%) and they were least
satisfied with the content of the textbook (84.55%). Disadvantages of English
textbooks obtained from the questionnaire were divided into 4 categories, namely,

the language used, language skills, content, and activities.

The objectives of this research were 1) to compare authentic reading materials
and simplified reading materials in terms of supporting reading comprehension, and 2)
to study the effects of the use of authentic reading materials and simplified reading
materials in reading class. This study was conducted with a total number of 22 g¢rade
8 students studying at Chumchon Bannongkoo (Intprachakarn) School in Yasothon,
Thailand. The study was conducted with mixed research methods. The quantitative
data was collected with a pre-test and post-test, while the qualitative data was
collected from teacher’s logs and questionnaires. In analyzing quantitative data, the
researcher analyzed statistical data in the form of mean, standard deviation,
compared t-test, and qualitative data was interpreted through descriptive analysis.
The results showed that the use of simplified reading materials in English class
improved the reading comprehension of the grade 8 students. In addition, it was
found that students who read the authentic reading materials had higher levels of

concentration in reading.

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the vocabulary teaching techniques
of Thai teachers in Thai primary schools in Kap Choeng subgroup 2 (Chong Chom),
Surin, and 2) to compare vocabulary teaching techniques of teachers at schools with
higher O-NET scores in English with teachers at schools with lower O-NET scores in
English. Six teachers participated in the study. Three of the teachers were teachers at
schools with higher test results for two consecutive years, and three were teachers
from schools with lower test results for two consecutive years. The research
instruments were an observation checklist, video recording, and a semi-structured
interview. The results showed that the teachers used 17 teaching techniques, a total
of 284 times. In addition, teachers at schools with higher O-NET scores used 17
teaching techniques, a total of 163 times, while teachers at schools with lower O-NET
scores used 14 teaching techniques, a total of 121 times. It was shown that the
teacher teaching at schools with higher O-NET scores used more than vocabulary

teaching techniques teachers teaching at schools with lower O-NET scores.

The purpose of this research was to determine whether teaching using synthetic
phonics and analytic phonics instruction help students improve their grapheme-
phoneme knowledge and pronounce the target words and pseudo words as a whole.
It was conducted with 13 Grade-1 students. This study focused on 18 consonants
sounds and five short-vowel sounds written in CVC format. Research has shown that
teaching using synthetic phonics instruction can enhance students’ knowledge of
phonemes and grapheme, and, in turn, enhance the pronunciation of the target
words. In addition, analytic phonics instruction also helps the students pronounce the
target words and pseudo word as a whole more correctly. The in-depth analysis of
the main findings revealed that there are some letters that cause problems in
pronunciation for students. These problems arose because these problematic letters’

names and their corresponding sounds are not related.

This research aims to (1) study the potential of local storytellers, (2) develop the
potential of local storytellers, and (3) propose a model for developing local
storytelling potential for students from the Department of Tourism Business
Management, Surin Vocational College at Ban Ta Klang Elephant Village, Tha Tum
District, Surin Province. This research was studied and developed from a sample
group of 30 high certificate level students from the Department of Tourism Business
Management, Surin Vocational College. The sample was randomly selected using
specific techniques, testing tools, and workshops. The data were analyzed through
descriptive analysis and compared pre-test and post-test scores with t-test statistics
and practical tests in 7 competency units of TPQI, the Thailand Professional
Qualification Institute. The results showed that 1. The local storytelling potential of
students consists of 1) knowledge and the results of the knowledge pre-test had an
average score of 13.23 at the moderate level. After training, the average score was
16.70, at a good level. It shows the knowledge potential of the students had
increased. 2) On the practical side, students were still unable to tell interesting
stories, using inaccurate language, they were unnatural and lacked community

knowledge. After the training, it was found that the students were able to tell
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interesting stories. They had a good arrangement of narrative steps, they used correct
narrative language. They had a natural tone, and they had more local knowledge to
the extent that tourists could acquire knowledge and experience from tourism and
through the stories of students as well. 2. Students' potential as local storytellers was
developed by providing a 2-day workshop to increase their potential in terms of
knowledge and practice to become good local storytellers. 3. We proposed a model
for developing the local storytelling potential for students from the Department of
Tourism Business Management, Surin Vocational College, at Ban Ta Klang, the
Elephant Village, Tha Tum District, Surin Province, which consists of 1) network
establishment, 2) potential testing, 3) potential development, 4) field visits, 5)
potential assessment, 6) becoming a local storyteller at the Elephant Village, Ban Ta

Klans.

The objectives of this research were to (1) study the potential, (2) develop the
potential, (3) assess the potential of home lodge entrepreneurs, and (4) and propose
a development model for the Baan Song Khon community home lodge to support
the forthcoming Pha Chan - Samphan Bok Global Geopark, Ubon Ratchathani
province. This study is research and development (R&D) employing 10 entrepreneurs.
Competency testing and workshops were used in the research. A content-focused
synopsis was used to analyze the data. The results showed that: 1) The home lodge
entrepreneurs have knowledge potential before development, it was at a moderate
level. However, they still lack home lodge entrepreneur skills because they have
never operated any accommodation business before. Moreover, their potential for
entrepreneurial attitudes was at an unspecified level. 2) Development of the
potential of home lodge entrepreneurs, included practical training and study trips to
model communities to enhance entrepreneur potential, including knowledge, skills,
and attitudes for good tourist services. 3) Home lodge entrepreneurs have improved
potential knowledge. In terms of skill potential, they can greet customers in a friendly
manner and analyze customer behavior. They began to communicate clearly,
pleasantly, and politely. They maintained eye contact with the customer while
communicating warmly with sincere smiles. The potential of attitude has improved

from before and they began to focus on being a home lodge entrepreneur and
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participating in the development of the Ban Song Khon community. 4. The K-S-A-P
model was used to develop the potential of home lodge entrepreneurs in the Baan
Song Khon community to support the forthcoming Pha Chan - Samphan Bok Global
Geopark, Ubon Ratchathani province. The K-S-A-P model includes (1) K - Knowledge,
or the development of knowledge potential, (2) S - Skill, which is the development of
good home lodge entrepreneurial skills, (3) A - Attitude, is the development of
attitude potential, and (4) P - Participation is to engage with people in the
community and relevant stakeholders. This will lead to a strong and sustainable
community in the economic dimension. The social dimension leads to the
cooperation of the people in the community and cultural exchanges as well as
developing the potential of home lodge entrepreneurs of the Ban Song Khon
community to assist tourists arriving to visit geological attractions at Pha Chan -

Samphan Bok Global Geopark, Ubon Ratchathani province.

The objectives of this research are 1) to study the behavior of Thai Vietlet Air
passengers, 2) to compare their decision to use Thai Vietlet Air as classified by
personal factors, and 3) to study service marketing mix factors affecting the decision
to use Thai VietJet Air service on the Ubon Ratchathani — Suvarnabhumi route. This is
a quantitative study that collected data from a total of 400 Thai passenger
representatives who have traveled and used Thai Vietlet Air on the Ubon
Ratchathani-Suvarnabhumi route, selected by using convenience random sampling.
The tools used for data collection were questionnaires, data analysis by frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, Independent-Samples T Test, One-Way
ANOVA, and multiple regression analysis. The results showed that (1) user behavior of
most informants used Thai VietJet Air to travel for business and chose Thai Vietlet Air
on their own. They traveled from Monday - Friday and bought and booked tickets
through the airline's website which receives airline information via various social
media platforms. They took 3-4 fligshts per year using the airline with the cost of
traveling per trip at less than or equal to 2,000 baht while traveling with family. (2) A
comparison of the decision to use Thai VietJet Air found that the factors of gender,
age, marital status, education level, and diverse occupations had diverse effects on
the decision to use the airline service at the statistical significance level of .05. The
different average monthly income factors affecting the decision to use Thai Vietjet Air

was not significantly different. (3) The service marketing mix factors affecting the
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decision to use the Ubon Ratchathani - Suvarnabhumi route Thai Vietlet Air service
consisted of 4 aspects, namely distribution channels, marketing promotion, personnel,
and physical characteristics affecting the decision to use the service of the airline at

This research aims to study the roles and behaviors of the characters in the
“Wannakhadi  Wijak” textbook for secondary education.  Sigmund Freud's
psychoanalytic theories were applied for data analysis. The scope of information from
the literature includes 9 titles with 44 characters. The study found that characters
exhibit 3 mental behaviors: 1) The mental behavior of the Id is an important origin of
the problem, causing the characters to act in response to their desires, leading to
crises. 2) The behavior of the ego provides the character happiness by finding
strategies to satisfy desires. 3) Superego’s behavior stems from an aspiration to
adhere to social norms. In terms of character roles, it was found that one character
had many roles, divided into 2 types, namely, 1) family roles and 2) social roles.
Character portrayal can be classified into 3 types: 1) Idealized presentations, 2) non-
idealized presentations, and 3) Thematic presentations. The results show the
importance of character roles and behaviors that display both positive and negative
aspects of humanity, and both idealized and non-idealized in the context of Thai
society. This enables readers and learners to learn a variety of roles and behaviors of

the characters which are in line with the way of thinking and practice of Thai society.

This thesis is entitled, “Literary Appreciation Textbooks of Basic Thai Language
High school level: Form, Content and Learning Reinforcement”. The objective was to
study the form and content of literature review textbooks and study the value and
importance of literature review textbooks to promote learning. The researcher has
defined the scope of the study by using 19 subjects from high school-level literary
appreciation textbooks on basic Thai language subjects. The researcher wishes to
study high school literary appreciation textbooks as a type of text that acts as a
learning medium with a focus on detailed textual analysis. From the study, it was
found that high school-level literary appreciation textbooks have a variety of content.
The literary content of 19 subjects appears in the high school literature review series
and the types of literature can be classified in the literature appraisal textbook based
on the content of the literature used as a classification criterion. It was seen that the
literature appearing for all 19 subjects has a variety of contents to enhance learning
for those who have studied or read in various fields. There are 4 types of literature in
the literature appraisal textbook: 1) Buddhist literature, 2) Fables, 3) Historical
literature, and 4) teaching literature. The literary content of all 19 subjects from the
literary appreciation textbooks of basic high school level Thai language contributes to
promoting learning for all people, not only students, when considering the 8
desirable characteristics together with the consideration of 12 values. These can be

classified based on information from important contents of literature and literature to
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promote learning into 3 types: 1) Enhancement of learning about Thai values 2)
Enhancement of learning life skills, and 3) Enhancement of learning Thai arts and

culture.

The objective of this research is to present the results of an analysis of writing
strategies and worldviews in 4 poems by Pornchai Saenyamoon, namely “Jai
Thammachat”, “Ruedu jai”, “Jai Patchuban”, and “Hil So-cial Hiso...cial”. The results
are presented through descriptive analysis. The results of the study found 7
outstanding composing strategies that the author chose to use in the creation of his
works, namely (1) the use of octameter as the primary syllable presentation; (2) the
play of close contact among two, three, four and more than more than 4
alliterations; (3) five types of literary art, namely the use of word repetition,
antonyms, neologism, and word play; (4) seven types of rhetoric: simile, metaphor,
symbols, personification, onomatopoeia, hyperbole, and rhetorical questions; (5) the
use of punctuation in poetry; (6) the use of storytelling techniques and (7) humor. As
for the author's worldview on things around him, four perspectives were found
including views about (1) happiness, (2) nature, (3) love, and (4) online social media.
The results demonstrate that in all of the four poetry works, not only has Pornchai
Saenyamoon preserved norms created by the previous generations of poets, but he
also manages to blend his own unique characteristics into them. This has resulted in
exceptional works employing alliteration, story-telling techniques, and humor.
Furthermore, the results also demonstrate that all seven techniques help present
and emphasize these worldviews concerning happiness, nature, love, and online

social media.

The objectives of this research are (1) to study the eating and drinking cultures
in Isan folk songs and (2) to study their interpretations. The results revealed that the
eating and drinking cultures in Isan folk songs can be categorized into five dimensions
including 1) seasonal food consumption, 2) raw food consumption, 3) Isan eating and
drinking culture taking place in other regions, 4) eating and drinking to build
relationships, 5) eating and drinking as solutions to frustration. All these 5 dimensions
lead to an important discovery that the eating and drinking cultures in Isan folk songs
reflects food culture that has existed for a long time in Isan society. Therefore, Isan
folk songs are an important genre of literature that encapsulates a reflection of Isan
food and drink cultures. 2) The interpretation of food and drink cultures in Isan folk
songs can be divided into five aspects as follows: 1) Eating raw food constitutes the
traditional eating culture passed down through generations. It is a way of life of the
Isan who are bound to like and be familiar with the taste of raw food. 2) Isan people
in the songs obtained food and ingredients from rice fields, forests and creeks. It
projects an ancient picture of Isan people obtaining food from natural sources.
3) Interpreting the meaning of eating and drinking through unique Isan cultural
diversity and local wisdom according to Isan style of cooking and seasoning. 4) The
Isan communal eating culture is a traditional practice in which people sit in a circle to
enjoy foods and drinks, have conversations and express concerns, show kindness and

good friendship on special occasions, such as a merit-making ceremony. 5) Isan food
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and drink cultures are associated with traditions, rituals, and beliefs, such as ghost

stories and taboos.

The purpose of this research is to study amulets, sacred objects and narratives: a
case study of amulets and sacred objects of venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto in 2
segments: a study of the form and composition of amulets and sacred objects of
venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto and to study stories about venerable Luang Pu Mun
Datto’s amulets and sacred objects. This research employs folklore research
methodology by studying relevant documents and research from interviews and the
observations from a sample consisting of 5 monks at Noncharoen Temple, 5 people
from the Noncharoen village community, 5 people in Nachaluay district, 5 amulet
experts, 5 people in nearby Namyuen and Det Udom districts, totaling 25
respondents. The results of the study showed that the patterns and compositions of
the amulets and sacred objects of venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto were divided into 3
types: 1) herb powder amulets, 2) metallic amulets, and 3) sacred objects. Most of
venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto’s amulets and sacred objects were made on the
occasion of his birthday, because venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto lived to be 104
years old. Most of the venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto’s amulets and sacred objects
use a tattooed mantra in the ancient Suai language that shows pride in the local
culture. The form of amulets and sacred objects, including stories about amulets,
sacred objects, and stories about venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto, demonstrates

beliefs in various aspects through the following elements: 1) stories about venerable
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Luang Pu Mun Datto, 2) stories about the origin of the amulets, 3) stories about the
mass used to make the amulets and sacred objects, 4) stories about the magic of the
amulets and their miracles, and 5) other stories and events experienced by those

who revere the venerable Luang Pu Mun Datto.
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The purpose of this research was to study beliefs, rituals, and roles of the
spiritual medium at the Goddess Guan Yin Hall, Dongthaworn village, Gudwai sub-
district, Srikoraphoom district in Surin Province. Data collection was carried out by
interviewing the ritual performers and participants of the ceremonies, and
participatory and non-participatory observations of the ceremony. The results were
then presented through descriptive analysis. The results show that beliefs were found
in four rituals performed at the Goddess Guan Yin hall, Dongthaworn village, Gudwai
sub-district, Srikoraphoom district, Surin Province. Those rituals include healing rituals,
exorcism rituals, zodiac fortune-telling rituals, and auspicious day or moment rituals.
Each type of ritual consists of the following components: 1) ritual participant (s)
namely ritual performer (s) (the medium), assistant (s) to the medium, patient (s), and
relative(s) of patient (s), 2) ritual accessories (determined by the medium), 3) ritual
procedures, and 4) collecting fee (s). Six roles were found at Goddess Guan Yin hall at
Dongthaworn village, including a role as a spiritual anchor and a solution for society, a
role of conserving and passing on rituals, a role in the treatment of disease, a role as
a mechanism for controlling behavior in the community, a, role of teaching morals
and ethics and a role of support for society. Analysis results show that the rituals
reflect the culture, customs, thoughts, and beliefs of the community, and everyone

helps to preserve and pass on the rituals for their continued existence.
